Editorial article

Current research in educational psychology:
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The journal Psychology in Education is celebrating its five-year anniversary. Its first publication dates
back to early 2019 with all the preliminary work done in 2018. As is customary, an anniversary is a time
to sum up the interim results.
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In 2018, at the stage of developing the concept, we were concerned whether the journal would find
a thematic niche among other periodicals focusing on a similar subject, i. e., educational psychology.
By then, this subject area was already covered by a range of well-known and reputable journals. Accor-
ding to the reviews of modern publications, educational psychology is a very diverse field. It explores
a wide range of issues in education, including moral and values education. It also embraces current trends
in education, e. g., digitalization, and discusses the ways to introduce scientific results into educational
practice (Ansary, Sutradhar 2023; Li, Jiang 2021; Plucker, Makel 2021). Thus, a journal dealing with
educational psychology has to shape its own unique perspective that will determine the thematic scope
of research results it publishes.

Psychology in Education supports and develops the traditions of the psychological school of Herzen
University as its founder. Its thematic scope revolves around a person as a subject of education at various
stages of life. Today, as five years have passed, we can confidently state that this choice of thematic scope
allowed Psychology in Education to find its place and stand out among the counterparts.

This is evidenced, in particular, by the analysis of keywords of articles published in Psychology
in Education in 2019-2023 in comparison with those published in reputable Russian and international
periodicals dealing with psychology of education (see Table). In addition to the most common issues
explored by educational psychology reflected in such keywords as ‘education; ‘training’ and ‘activity,
Psychology in Education pays great attention to the personality of stakeholders in education. In par-
ticular, it approaches lifelong learning as the most important context for personal development at all
stages of life, not limited to general school, vocational school or university.

Importantly, the thematic scope of Psychology in Education embraces the key research trends of edu-
cational psychology highlighted by Russian and foreign scholars. They note that modern educational
psychology is associated with: promotion of fair education that takes into account human individuality
in all its manifestations (Greene 2022); building comprehensive knowledge about personal development
through education (Isaev, Slobodchikov 2013); the ‘happy marriage’ of traditional training and moral
and values education as a context for the formation and development of “a human in an individual”
(Narkuzieva 2020); description of changes in the psychology of a person involved in the educational
context (Kostromina et al. 2016). Current research highlights the importance of interpreting education
as a continuous process, which determines the relevance of research in lifelong learning (Giir Erdogan
2020; Lindqyvist et al. 2020).

Psychology in Education welcomes contributions from researchers and practitioners who share the
principles and values of human-centered research in educational psychology.
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
